REVISED TENTATIVE WASTE DISCHARGE REQUIREMENTS, FACT SHEET, AND CEASE

Qur letter dated March 16, 2009, transmitted the tentative Order for renewal of your permit to
discharge wastes under the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES). Board
staff has incorporated some minor modifications to the original documents. The modifications
incorporated are listed below:

Revised Tentative Board Order, Waste Discharge Requirements (WDR)

1. The Order was previously referred to as Order No. R4-2009-00XX Amending Order No.
R4-2007-0055. This has been updated to indicate that the proposed Order stands
alone. It includes all of the information that was included in Order R4-2007-0055 which
is currently applicable to discharges from the Santa Susana Field Laboratory (SSFL).

2. Added a new language in Finding 97, Page 38 of Revised Tentative WDR, to document
the proposed implementation schedule for the California Water Code Section 13304
Order issued by Tracy Egoscue, Executive Officer of the Regional Board, on
December 3, 2008,

3. Page 44, ltem |.B.4, modified the compliance schedule included in the NPDES permit to
comply with the SIP, which dictates that the compliance schedule for priority pollutants
may not extend beyond May 17, 2010.

4. Page 58, ltem IV J, include a new reopener to allow modification of the compliance
schedule as specified for Qutfalls 008 and 009 if the Discharger fails to comply with the
California Water Code Section 13304 Order to Perform Interim/Source Removal Action
of Sail in the Areas of Outfalls 008 and 009 Drainage Areas.
