XTE: On December 30, 1995, a
Boeing Delta Il rocket launched
NASA's XTE satellite into orbit. The
rocket was equipped with a new
avionics and launch control system
that automatically analyzes data,
reports anomalies and processes
the vehicle.

MAP: On June 30, 2001, the Delta
Il 7425-10 rocket lofted NASA’s
MAP spacecraft into deep space to
study the universe. This was the
first time a three-stage Delta rocket
had flown with a 10-foot composite
fairing.

BIOS B: In 1967, the Delta G
rocket made the first successful
launch of a U.S. satellite dedicated
to bioscience.

STARDUST: On February 7, 1999,
a Boeing Delta Il rocket lifted off
from Cape Canaveral Air Force
Station, Fla., and thundered into
space carrying NASA’s
STARDUST spacecraft. The rocket
completed the first phase of the
seven-year STARDUST mission.
