2001 Mars Odyssey: A Boein
Delta II 7925 rocket roared int
the sky on the morning of Apri
2001, from Cape Canaveral Air
Force Station, Fla. The rocket 
launched the NASA spacecraft 
the red planet to further study
surface of Mars.

 
MAP: On June 30, 2001, the Delta II
