The goal would be a 24-hour turn around from nomination to presentation.

The award consists of
· All recipients will receive a framed certificate.

· Groups will be treated to donuts, cookies, or pizza. Individuals will receive a filled commercial size candy jar.

Award Presentation Process.  The certificate may be signed by a company president, vice president, a director of an organization, or an astronaut and should be presented by the person who signed the award, if possible.  Awards should be presented in the workplace.  Senior management should be invited.  Should the work being sited for recognition require long work days, an effort should be made to present the award during the extended portion of the recipients work day.
